Declared a Hational Park In 1995, much of the
Ranges have beon pretected since the lata 16005 a3
awater catchment. Sadly, logging continues in tha
catchmant areas not included in the Hational Park

Young trees, like young humans, need more
nouTishrment a5 they grow, $o they saak up
thousands more ltees of water than mature trees
do; Logging steals water from our rvers and
rezarvolrs, and dirties the water that reaches our
wiaterways and kitchen taps.
